




"Chamber jazz would be an appropriate description that fits the first personal album of bassist 
Rick McLaughlin. McLaughlin along with the other two parts of his trio, pianist Greg Burk and 
saxophonist Jeremy Udden are members of an important big band of our times, Either/Orchestra. 
There is enough evidence that leads to this description: the classical education of the three young 
musicians, the impressionistic tings, the absence of drums, the arrangement of Ravel’s 
composition “Assev Vif - Tres Rhythme”, the title of the album itself. Although the original 
compositions have a tendency towards avant garde, the controlled improvisations and the non-
original selections (Ellington’s “Isfahan”, Sam Jones’ “O.P.” and the standard “Without A Song”) 
revolve the final result to a more traditional sound. “Study Of Light” is an impressive, well-
balanced and mature debut for McLaughlin".
